Title: Comprehensive Plan Addition– Property Rights Element

Background: Staff has been notified by the Florida Department of
Economic Opportunity of a new recently adopted law that
requires municipalities toadd a property rights element to
their comprehensive plans.

Summary: According to House Bill 59, each localgovernment is now
required to adopt a property rights element into its
comprehensive plan.This new element must be adopted by
the earlier of the date of its adoption of its next proposed
plan amendment, or the date of the next scheduled
evaluation and appraisal of its comprehensive plan.  Staff is
proposing to use the statement of rights, as provided by the
State to meet the requirement.  However, the City may
adopt its own property rights element into its comprehensive
plan provided it does not conflict with any of the rights as
provided inAttachmentA of the attached ordinance.

CHAPTER 13: PROPERTY RIGHTS ELEMENT

A. PROPERTY RIGHTS TO BE CONSIDERED IN LOCAL DESISIONMAKING

The following rights shall be considered in local decisionmaking:

1. The right of a property owner to physically possess and control his or her interests in the
property, including easements, leases, or mineral rights.

2. The right of a property owner to use, maintain, develop, and improve his or her property
for personal use or for the use of any other person, subject to state law and local
ordinances.

3. The right of the property owner to privacy and to exclude others from the property to
protect the owner's possessions and property.

4. The right of a property owner to dispose of his or her property through sale or gift.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE COMPREHENSIVE
PLAN OF THE CITY OF MILTON, SPECIFICALLY BY
ADDING THE PROPERTY RIGHTS ELEMENT INTO THE

EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Legislature adopted Chapter 163, laws of Florida, which requires the City
of Milton prepare,adopt, and enforce a comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Miltonheld a Public Hearing and first reading
on August 10, 2021 and a second reading onSeptember 14, 2021 to adopt Comprehensive Plan
AmendmentNo. 2021-S1, pursuant to Section 163.3177(6)(i), Florida Statutes, with due public
notice having been provided, andhaving reviewed and considered all comments received during
the public hearing, and having provided for necessary revisions; and,

WHEREAS, in exercise of its authority, the City Council of the City of Milton, Florida
finds it necessary and desirable to adopt and does hereby adoptthe attachedComprehensive Plan
Amendments, in order to encourage the most appropriate use of land, water and resources,
consistent with the public interest; and deal effectively with future problems that may result from
the use and development of land within the City of Milton, as follows:

NOW THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE City Council of the City of Milton,
Florida as follows:

SECTION 1: The City of Milton hereby finds thatthe proposedamendmentsfound in
attachment Ato its Comprehensive Plan as necessary to effectively guiding the growth within
the City, and protecting the property rights of land owners within the City.  The proposed
amendments are hereby adopted in their entirety by this ordinanceand added to the City of
Milton’s Comprehensive Plan.

Section2: Severability.

If any provision or portion of this ordinance is declared by any court of competent jurisdiction to
be void, unconstitutional, or unenforceable, then all remaining provisions and portions of this
Ordinance and the City of Milton’s Comprehensive Plan shall remain in full force and effect.

Section3: Copy on File.

An official, true, and correct copy of all elements of theMilton Comprehensive Plan, as adopted
and amended from time to time, shall be maintained by the City Clerk or her designee.

Section4: Effective Date.

The effective date of this Comprehensive Plan Amendment shall be 31 days after adoption unless
challenged within 30 days after said adoption pursuant to Section 163.3187, Florida Statutes.  In
which case, the amendment shall not become effective until the state landplaning agency or the
Administration Commission, respectively, issues a final order determining the proposed
amendment is in compliance.

and after a public hearing is held.

RESOLUTION NO.1520-21

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MILTON, FLORIDA, AMENDING AND ADOPTING THE
AFFORDABLE HOUSING PROPERTY INVENTORYBY WAY OF THIS RESOLUTION,
PROVIDING SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS,Florida Statute 166.0451 (1) provides that by July 1, 2007, and every 3 years
thereafter, each municipality shall prepare an inventory list of all real property within the
jurisdiction to which thecity holds fee simple title that is appropriate for use as affordable
housing; and

WHEREAS, Florida Statute 166.0451 (1) further provides that the council must review
the inventory list at a public hearing and may revise the list at the conclusion of thepublic
hearing and shall adopt a resolution that includes an inventory list of such property following
the public hearing; and

WHEREAS, Florida Statute 166.0451 (2) provides that the properties identified as
appropriate for use as affordable housing on the inventory list adopted by the city may be
offered for sale and the proceeds used to purchase land for the development of affordable
housing; or to increase the local government fund earmarked for affordable housing; or may be
donated to a nonprofit housing organization for the construction of permanent affordable
housing; or the city may make the property available for use for the production and
preservation of permanent affordable housing.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF MILTON,
FLORIDA,

SECTION 1.That the propertiesdescribed on Exhibit A, attached hereto and by reference made
part hereof shall be designated as the City of Milton inventory list of city-owned real property
appropriate for use as affordable housing in accordance with the requirements and provisions
of Section 166.0451 Florida Statutes.

SECTION2. Effective Date.  This resolution shall take effect immediately upon its adoption by
the Cityof Milton City Council.

Background: On April 9, 2019, the Milton City Council voted 6-2 to
adopt Resolution 1463-19, opposing the four-lane
expansion of U.S. Route 90 through historic downtown
Milton. Thefour-lane expansion of U.S. 90 from Stewart
St. to Ward Basin Road is presently ranked as the 10th

highest Non Strategic Intermodal System (Non-SIS)
priority on the Florida-Alabama TPO’s priority list. $2.75
million of Project Engineering money is currently
programed to take place in 2023 for this project.

On July 13, 2021 the Milton City Council voted 6-1 to
discussthe Berryhill Bridge conceptitem further at the July
22 Committee of the Whole meeting.

Summary: FDOT Public Information Officer Ian Satter stated in a
phone call with staff on July 14 that: the previous PD&E
studyexhausted every option, took a lot of time and effort,
as well as multiple rounds of public input to reach the
recommended alternative.

Satter also noted there is opportunity for comment on the
Engineering phase currently set to take place in fiscal year
2023, but that would only be to make engineering
adjustments to the recommended alternative which would



not be made substantially different from the current
concept. Satter said that time would not bean opportunity
to bring the whole process back to the beginning and try
and select a different alternative, such as the Berryhill
Bridgeconcept.

With Berryhill Road being a City street, Satter suggested
the City could pursue the concept but at the present time
would be responsible for paying the entire cost of a new
PD&E study as well as all additional engineering and
construction costs.

Recommendation:As Council wants tocontinue discussions to determine the
viability of the Berryhill Bridge conceptandfurther seek
additional funding,or seek to change the timeline of the
presently selected alternative,staff recommends
discussionstakeplacebetween the City and FDOT District
Three Secretary, as well as with Emerald Coast Regional
Council CEO Austin Mount, andFlorida/Alabama TPO
Chairman Dave Piech

landscaping requirements found inthat section of the
ordinance.

Recommendation:Considering the ordinance requirements foradditional
buffers and screening from adjacent land uses, the multi-
family development should have no ill effects on
neighboring single family residential properties. There are
numerous other locations within Milton, where single
family zoning, and specifically R-1AA is adjacent toR-3
zoning without issue.
